28 April 1967

The Royal Commission inquiring into questions concerning indus-
trial injuries has almost completed its investigations overseas. Mr G. A,
Parsons has just returned to New Zealand, and the Chairman {Mr
Justice Woodheuse) and Mr H. L. Bockett will return very shortly
when a decision will be made as to the time for final hearings. 1t is
hoped that they can take place soon.

In the meantime Members of the Commission wish to direct
attention to some of the matters which might deserve further exam-
ination by those interested. In summary these are:

(1) The varying costs of administering a compensation fund
which appear to depend upon whether this is done by private
or mutual insurers, a monopoly fund, a State Department, or
a combination of one or more of these;

(2) The process by which decisions should be made leading to an
award of compensation or damages;

(3) The principles to be taken into account in evaluating per-
manent partial disabilities for purposes of compensation;

{4) The extent to which any scheme should take notice of the
medical, health, and financial benefits provided by the social
security system in New Zealand.
